Kyuteihi, Palace-related Expenses: This amount is meant for 
the Imperial Family's official duties, including ceremonies, state 
banquets and receptions, and domestic and overseas visits. It 
is also for maintenance and management of the facilities of the 
Imperial Palace and other properties.

Naiteihi, Inner Court Expenses: These are the day-to-day 
personal expenses of His Majesty the Emperor and the inner-
court members of the Imperial Family (Naitei-Kozoku).
