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Tomiyama (1963: 70) recorded two small gobiid
specimens from Yakushima and Okinawa jima, Japan,
identified them as Gobius tessellata (Herre) and pro-
posed Japanese name “hinahaze”. Ourexamination of
the two specimens revealed that they are different from
the original description and figure of Vaimosa tessellata
Herre, but agree well with the original description
and figure of Vaimosa bikolana Herre and Vaimosa
montalbani Herre and the types of Stigmatogobius
minutus Takagi, V. montalbani and S. minutus are
considered as junior synonyms of V. bikolana. It
was made clear that the genus Redigobius Herre is
most appropriate among the generic names adopted
for V. bikolana, on the basis of comparison of
respective type species.
